With reference to your application dated 14/12/2023 and thereafter on the basis of the scrutiny of the
correspondence made with the schools in this regard/school itself, I, Education Officer (Primary), Pune Zilla
Parishad, Pune granting temporary recognition to the school viz. Tilak Maharashtra Vidyalaya, run by Tilak
Maharashtra Vidyapeeth, Mukundnagar, Gultekadi, UDISE Number 27251600910 (Self Financed English
Medium C.B.S.E.) for standard 1st to standard 8th for the period of three years from 1st April, 2022 to 31st March,
2025.

The aforementioned recognition is subject to compliance of following terms :-

1. The term of recognition shall not be extended and there will not be any restrictions to get recognition or
affiliation after eighth standard.

2. The school will obey the provisions of Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education, 2009 (Annexure
One) and Maharashtra Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education, Rules 2011 (Annexure Two).

3. The school will get enrolled upto minimum 25% of students out of the number of students in first standard
from the group of children from nearby weaker section and deprived groups and will give them free and
compulsory education till the completion of their primary education, provided further that, the same will
also be applicable for the pre-primary standards.

4. In case of children mentioned in Schedule 3, the schools will get reimbursement under Section 12 (2) of the
Schools Act.

5. The society/school will not recover any capitation fees and will not compel the student or his parents or
guardians to get into any scrutiny process.

6. Admission of any child in the school shall not be rejected on the grounds like want of proof of age, religion,
caste or race, place of birth or anything out of these.

7. (One) Any child admitted in the school, should not be kept in the same standard in which he was studying
or should not be rusticated from the school till the completion of primary education.

(Two) Any child should not be physically punished or mentally harassed.

(Three) It will not be required for any child to pass examination of any board until he complete his primary
education.

(Four) After completion of primary education, the child will be issued with a Certificate under Rule 23.
(Five) Handicapped/Students with special requirements should be admitted as per the provisions of the
Act.

(Six) Teachers, having minimum eligibility as ascertained under Section 23(1) of the Act will be appointed.
Provided further that, the teachers who do not having the minimum eligibility on the date of
commencement of the Act should acquire such minimum eligibility within a term of 5 years.

(Seven) The Teachers will comply with his/her duties as prescribed under Section 24 (1) of the Act and
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(Eight) The teachers should not get himself/herself engaged in private teaching classes and the school
should confirm the same.

8. The school should observe the course designed in accordance with the syllabus framed by the appropriate
authority.

9. The school will give admissions to the students in accordance with the facilities available with the school as
prescribed under Section 19 of the Act.

10. The school will observe the standards and measures as prescribed in Sec. 19 of the Act. As per the last
inspection, the facilities available with the school are as under :-

Area of the school premises : 2124.05 sq.mtrs.

Total construction area : 2899.36 sq.mtrs.

Area of the play ground : 1045 sq.mtrs.

Number of class rooms : 20 Class Rooms
Office-cum-store-cum Principal’s room : 2 Class rooms

13. The school is being run through the society duly registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 (21 of
1860) or Bombay Public Trust Act, 1950.

14. The school is not being run for the benefit of any person, group or group of individuals or for any other
persons or for gaining any benefits.

15. The accounts of the school should get audited and certified through a chartered accountant and appropriate
accounts statements may be prepared as per the rules. One copy of each accounts statement may be sent to
the District Education Officer.

16. The U-DISE code allotted to your school is 27251600910. It may be noted that, the same may kindly be
mentioned in any correspondence to be made with this office.

17. The school should submit the reports and information as sought by the Hon'ble Education Director/ District
Education Officer from time to time or it should follow the instructions given by the government or local
authority in connection with the contiguous compliance of the terms for recognition of school or to remove
the lacunas in the school proceedings.
